WESTERN CANADIAN COAL ADOPT MP-5

Western Coal are based in British Co-
lumbia, Canada. They currently pro-
duce metallurgical coal from mines
located in the northeast of British Co-
lumbia, both metallurgical and thermal
coals from mines in West Virginia, and
anthracite coal from a mine in South
Wales (UK).

The coal properties in British Columbia
have over 127 million tonnes of re-
serves and over 230 million tonnes of
resources. The coal properties in West
Virginia have over 47 million tons
(short) of reserves and 92 million tons
(short) of resources.

Western's BC mines are located on the
following properties:

Perry Creek Mine on the Wolverine
property is a surface mine that has the
potential to produce 3.5 Mt/a of hard
coking coal.

Brule Mine on the Brazion property

is a surface mine that has the potential
to produce 2.0 Mt/a.

Willow Creek Mine on the Brazion
property - acquired in April 2008 - is a
surface mine that has the potential to
produce 0.9 Mt/a of low-vol PCI and 0.6
Mt/a of hard coking coal.

Western also has a 50% joint venture
interest in the Belcourt -Saxon proper-

ties. A Technical Report has been com-
pleted which indicates the properties
can support production of at least 4.0
Mt/a.

The Company's West Virginia mines
are:

Maple Coal operates both surface and
underground mines, which combined
have the capacity to produce over 2
million short tons per year.

Gauley Eagle operates both surface
and underground mines, which com-
bined have the capacity to produce 1.5
million short tons per year.

Western Coal's UK operations include:
The Aberpergwm underground coal

In August 2010 Western Canadian Coal
purchased ten MP-5 licences to man-
age information from sites at Brule,
Willow Creek and properties in the Wol-
verine Group.

Before implementation of MP-5 all data
was managed in various spreadsheets.
Prior to, and post, install a significant
data transfer task was undertaken to
import data in various file formats in-
cluding PDF.

The system will be used for the man-
agement of a host of data including that
related to water, air quality and weather
data from dataloggers, analytical labor-
atories and field monitoring. Specific
calculations have also been set up to
create thresholds which vary depending
for example on the hardness of the
water. In this way hardness is automati-
cally taken into account when an as-
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sessment of compliance is made.

In addition the client had also a range
of reports already created in particu-
lar formats within Microsoft Excel.
They wanted to maintain these for-
mats. We therefore created identical
reports using Crystal Reports that
export the data direct to Excel. The
client will now have the ability to cre-
ate these reports in a few mouse
clicks rather than cutting and pasting
from different workbooks and docu-
ments as was previously the case.
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NEW VERSION OF MP-5 (MP-5.6) RELEASED

Today (14 October) we are pleased to announce the release of the latest version of oufAviitent data management
systems, which will then be available for download at our website.

The system has several new features which we hope will bring our customers benefits as they manage their data. A
summary of some of the new features are detailed in the box.

1 the MP-5 import process is no longer a scheduled event in Windows Scheduler., and now runs as a service,
and is now able to process many files concurrently, and immediately as they are placed into the appropriate
folders. This saves resources and ensures files are imported more efficiently

1 Access to MP-5 features from stored selections is now available form the main toolbar reducing the time re-
quired for example to manually produce reports

1 Monitoring schedules, together with the e-mail alert system to inform staff, prior to a data collection task being
required, and managers if data is late or missing, can now be produced from the current selection of data as
opposed to the need in earlier versions to set up the schedule from scratch (this new feature is also extended
to setting up of compliance grids)

1 Forms have been created to retrieve data from other ODBC / ADO compliant databases (e.g. MS Access, MS
SQL Server, Oracle) rather than actively pushing data out of those other systems as was the case in earlier
versions

1 Volumetric flow data of receiving water courses can now be automatically calculated from profile data of the
watercourse (i.e. its cross sectional shape) and a measurement of flow for example in metres per second
